Cutt|ng & SeW|ng 1) Sew the 2 medium 3” square and 2 light 3”
squares Using HST method on last page.
Light Fabric Make 4 units - trim to 2.5” square
Cut 4 squares 3" x 3" for HST
Cut 4 rectangles 2.5" x 4.5”
Medium Fabric
Cut 4 squares 3" X 3 fo[ HST 2) Sew the 2 dark 3” square and 2 light 3”
Cut 1 square 2.5"x 2.5 squares Using HST method on last page.

Make 4 units - trim to 2.5” square

Cut 4 squares 3" x 3" for HST
